Unemployment rate

The unemployment rate is falling and is currently at
11.1%, the lowest rate in five years having fallen from
a peak of just over 15% in 2011. Similarly, the long-
term unemployment rate had fallen to 6.8% in Q2
2014, down from over 9% at the end of 2011.

The numbers in employment continue
to rise, up by 75,000 since the launch
of Pathways to Work in 2012.

Over 15,000 long-term unemployed
people moved into employment so far
this year. The total number of long-term
unemployed people who have moved

into employment since Pathways was
launched in 2012 is now over 54,000.
